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Announcement of the Ministry of Education of Thailand
Re: Reopening of Educational Insfitutions Affiliated with and under the Supervision
of the Ministry of Education

Reference is made to the Announcement of the Ministry of Educstion of
Thailand Re: The Closure of Educational Institutions Affiliated with and under the Supervizion
of the Mmistry of Education due to Special Circumstances dated January 2, 2021, instructing
all puklic private educational institwtions, both formal and informal, affiliated with and
under the supervision of the Ministry of Education in 28 Provinces to be closed,

Mow that the situation of the Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19) outhreak
has gradually subsided, s per Section 4 and Section 45, Clause | of the Ministry of Education
Regulation Act B.E. 2546 (2003, {Third Amendment), B.E. 2562 (2019), Section 38 of the
Government Administration Act B.E, 2534 {1991) and its Amendments, Paragraph 9, Clause 1
(4) of the Rules and Regulations of the Ministry of Education regarding the Academic Year and
the Opening and Clesing of Educational Institutions B.E. 2549 (2006}, (Second Amendment),
B.E. 2558 {2015) and Clause 7 (3) of the Office of the Private Education Commission Fules
and Regulations regarding the Academic Year, School Opening and Closure or Private
Educational Institutions B.E. 2563 (2020), the Ministry of Education is of the view that it is
appropriate to announce that:

1. All public and private educational institutions, regardless of formal or
informal institutions, affiliated with and under the supervision of the Ministry of Education
shall be reopencd to provide teaching and leaming from February 1, 2021 onwards. These
educational institutions shall strictly comply with the Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19
prevention measures for educational institutions as preseribed by the Ministry of Public Health
and their respective supervising agencies.

2. Educational institutions in Samut Sakhon shall confinue to be closed as this
areq has been designated as “maximum and strict control zone™ by the Centre for COVID-19
Situation Administration (CCSA) and the situation of the cuthreak is still intense. During the
closure of these educational institutions, the supervising govenment apencies shall provide
teaching and learning guidelines to educational institutions as instrucied by the Minigtry of
Education, such as introducing electronic teaching and fearning or long-distance learning. In
the: event that educational institutions ase not able to do so, they shall use worksheets or other

learning materials deem appropriate to the context of the educational institufions to ensure
students will not have to attend school,

3. Educational institutions in Bangkok Metropolis and its vicinily (Monthaburi,
Sammut Prakan, Nakhon Pathom and Pathum Thani) shall be reopened to provide teaching and
learning providing that these educational institutions strictly comply with the Coronavims
Disease 2019 (COVID-19) prevention measures. However, (he daily maximum number of
students per one classroorn shall not exceed 25, In case that any educational institution is not able

to sccommodate sufficient classrooms, it shall amange for students to attend school on aliernate
days.

Educational institutions shall keep up 10 date and strictly comply with the
announcements from the CCSA and the Provincial Communicable Disease Committes in their

respective areas. In the event of any changes other than provided by this anmouncement, the
Ministry of Education will further update the information accardingly,
