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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to 1) This research addresses low academic achievement among
students in Thai language, Mathematics, Science and Technology, and English as a foreign language at Ban Phiman
Tha School. The study had three main : (1) to investigate the causes of poor academic performance and potential
solutions; (2) to develop an internal supervision model for enhancing teachers' classroom research practices that
improve student learning outcomes; and (3) to evaluate the effectiveness of this model on student academic
achievement. The population consisted of 6 teachers from Ban Phiman Tha School. Research instruments included
document analysis forms, in-depth interviews, questionnaires, tests, evaluation forms, observation protocols, and
focus group discussion guides. Data were analyzed using descriptive statistics percentage (%), mean (u), standard
deviation (o) and content analysis.

The research findings reveal that

1. This study investigated the causes of low academic achievement in Thai language, Mathematics, Science
and Technology, and English among students at Ban Phiman Tha School, finding that teachers lacked classroom
research processes to identify root causes, had insufficient knowledge for addressing learning issues through
research, and school administrators lacked systematic internal supervision. The recommended solution was internal
supervision to enhance teachers' classroom research skills, enabling them to improve student outcomes.

2. The developed internal supervision model for promoting teachers' classroom research impacting student
achievement comprised 1) principles 2) objectives 3) processes 4) evaluation and 5) success conditions. Its process
involved three phases and five steps : pre-supervision (assess and analyze problems, design and plan, develop
tools media and innovations); during supervision (workshops and on-the-job training in classrooms); and post-
supervision (evaluate results)

3. Results showed significant improvements post-intervention: teachers' classroom research knowledge
and skills were rated excellent; research outputs were outstanding; student achievement exceeded school targets;
and both students and teachers expressed highest satisfaction with the learning management and supervision
model, respectively.
