| Songkhla History

The history of Songkhla can be divided into three periods. The first was the
Khao Daeng, the second was the Laem Son and the third and latest is the Bo Yang
period.

Khao Daeng city was situated in Tam Bon HuaKhao, Amphur Singhanakorn.
At that time, Khao Daeng was ruled by the Kingdom of Ayutthaya. Its first ruler
was a Persian-Arab muslim named Datoh Mogol. He was appointed as the
Songkhla governor by Somdet Phra Ekathotsarot from the Kingdom of Ayutthaya.
After Datoh Mogol died, Somdet Phra Songtham appointed his son, Sultan
Sulaiman, to rule Songkhla. Sultan Sulaiman was considered to be the most
famous ruler of this period. In his time, Songkhla was the most significant
international port and commercial area in the region and in western countries.
Then, in the reign of Somdet Phra Chao Prasat Thong, Sultan Sulaiman wanted to
be independent from Ayutthaya so he built fortresses, city walls and he trained
his army. He then declared that Songkhla was independent from Ayutthaya and
appointed himself as the King of Songkhla.

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Songkhla remained independent until the time of Mustafah, Sultan
Sulaiman’s son. This was during the reign of Somdet Phra Narai the Great of the
Kingdom of Ayutthaya. In 1680, Somdet Phra Narai the Great moved his troops to
Songkhla and successfully defeated the city, arrested the ruler and destroyed all of
the buildings. The people ran away from the army and the city was eventually
deserted. The historical remains from this period are city walls, fortresses

and Sultan Sulaiman’s Tomb.

Many of the original inhabitants who ran away from the army moved to
the other side of Khao Daeng and built a new city called Laem Son. It was situated
in Laem Son village, Tam Bon Singhanakorn, Amphur Singhanakorn. At that time,
there were no official rulers from the Kingdom of Ayutthaya. Then, after
Ayutthaya was defeated by Burmese troops in 1767, the next Kingdom of Siam
became the Kingdom of Thonburi. Somdet Phra Chao Taksin the Great, the king
of the Kingdom of Thonburi, visited Songkhla and appointed ‘Yome’ as Phra Ya
Songkhla, or the governor of Songkhla. Later, in 1775, the king appointed Luang

Kheeree Sombat, or ‘Yiang Sae Hao’, as the city’s next governor.

Luang Kheeree Sombat was of the ‘Na Songkhla’ lineage. The city was
continuously ruled by the “Na Songkhla” lineage for eight generations, from 1775
to 1901. During this period, Pattani which was governed by Songkhla, was divided
into seven small cities. The cities included Pattani, Nongjik, Yala, Raman, Yaring,

Saiburi, Ra-nga, and sometime later, Satun also came under the rule of Songkhla. -

In 1836, during the reign of King Rama III (King Nangklao) of the Kingdom
of Rattanakosin (Chakri Dynasty), the city was moved again. Laem Son could not
support the growing population as there was not enough fresh water. They moved
to a new area of land called Bo Yang, which was more spacious and more fertile
for the large population. The first ruler of Bo Yang was Phraya Wichienkheeree,
or Thienseng Na Songkhla. In the new city, Phraya Wichienkheeree built
fortresses, 1,200 meter- long city walls with 10 gates and the city pillar. The city
pillar was celebrated in 1842. Later, King Rama V (King Chulalongkorn)
reformed the cities into big regions. Songkhla, Phattalung and the seven cities of

Pattani were then included in the Nakhon Si Thammarat region.

Later, in 1932, King Rama VII (King Prajadhipok) changed the
administration again by separating regions into provinces. Since that time,
Songkhla has been one of the key provinces in the South of Thailand and it still is
to this day.

In conclusion, Songkhla’s recorded history has seen multiple locations,
battles and rulers spanning across three kingdoms of Siam, which includes the
Kingdom of Ayutthaya, the Kingdom of Thonburi and the Kingdom of
Rattanakosin. Songkhla has emerged to be a major economic and administrative

region providing goods and services throughout South East Asia.
